highest concentration of white poverty in america rocked by whitey bulger s crime schemes and busing riots macdonald s southie is populated by sharply
hewn characters like his ma a miniskirted accordion playing single mother who endures the deaths of four of her eleven children nearly suffocated by his
grief and his community s code of silence macdonald tells his family story here with gritty but moving honesty
